After considerable consultation, 

including public meetings, one of 

which was attended by AMA 

Executive members last year, a 

detailed management plan for 

heritage resources in the City of 

Winnipeg has been created. It 

covers a wide range of topics and 

includes lists of short -term and 

long-term resource management 

strategies. Much of the emphasis is 

on built heritage, education and 

development of awareness, and 

economic incentives. There is a 

section that specifically addresses 

Archaeological Resources (pp.29, 

31). It recognizes that the Province 

is responsible for the protection of 

archaeological sites, but it also 

recognizes that the City has a 

responsibility in safeguarding and 

developing these resources. It 

recommends that the City have 

staff trained to assist in reviewing 

development proposals and that the 

City should play a more proactive 

role in heritage management. 

There are a number of short -term 

and long -term planning suggestions 

for archaeology in particular but  

also for heritage management in 

general that have ramifications for 

the archaeological heritage. 

Notably absent is any reference to 

the role of First Nations in 

managing the archaeological 

heritage.  

     This is the basic document for 

the future of archaeological 

heritage in Winnipeg. Everyone 

needs to be familiar with it and to 

monitor the Cityõs implementation 

of it.

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For two years between 1943 and 1945, 450 

Wehrmacht soldiers were interned at a POW 

Camp on a small piece of land northeast of 

Whitewater Lake in the heart of Riding 

Mountain National Park.   The campõs prisoners 

were voluntarily employed felling trees in the 

parkõs forest to mitigate wartime firewood 

shortage.  In exchange for their labour, they 

received nominal pay, improved living 

conditions, and relaxed security.  During July 

and August, 2011, a team of Brandon and 

Stanford University archaeologists, students, 

and volunteers carried out an excavation of 

middens at the former site of the Whitewater 
Lake POW Camp.   The ultimate goal of these 

investigations is the reconstruction of everyday 

life at the camp and clarification of relationships 

between captor and captive at this unique site.

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places heritage management at the Whitewater Lake POW Camp under federal jurisdiction, the 

provincial government played a key role in facilitating interaction between archaeologists and the 

public on site.  Through the provincially-funded Whitewater Public Archaeology Program, a 40-

minute tour of the former POW Camp, incorporating oral, documentary, photographic, and 

archaeological information, was developed by Brandon University staff.  Over the course of the 

excavationõs four-week duration, 74 visitors hiked, biked or rode horseback up a 10 kilometre 

backcountry trail to take part in this tour.  Tour participants, some from other provinces, countries 
and continents, took home with them a little bit of knowledge, not only of Manitobaõs cultural 

heritage, but also the important role archaeology can play in reconstructing even the recent past. 
     The success of this program demonstrates the strength of public interest in Manitobaõs cultural 

heritage and its citizensõ curiosity about the practice of archaeology.   Further, it demonstrates the 

positive outcome of cooperation between archaeologists and provincial bodies when the common 

goal of public participation in cultural heritage is pursued.
